





Robert Louis Stevenson Elementary has a re-

When students are not in compliance with the

uniform policy, parents are required to bring the
missing or replacement item to school for their

child.

One of our most frequent areas of non-compli-

ance is the wearing of a belt for students in

grades 1 through 6 when wearing bottoms with belt loops. To assist our families in
this process, we purchased fifteen (15) “loaner belts” for students to wear, thereby
saving the parent a trip to the school. At this time we only have two of those belts

remaining.

If your child borrowed one of our black or brown braided belts like the one shown
above, please return it to school so that we can assist other students who may be in

similiar need.

It would also be helpful if you have a belt or any uniform wear that your chlld can no
longer wear, if you would consider donating them to the school’s clinic. From time to
time students may have need of these items.

Myr. Yoh Selected To Serve on State
Performing Arts Assessment Project!

William Yoh, Robert Louis Stevenson’s Music Teacher,
has been invited to serve on the Race to the Top (RTTT)
Performing Fine Arts Assessment Project as part of
the writing team. The team will actively engage in
developing test questions for the upcoming student
assessment for music education in Florida.

An educator for 26 years, Mr. Yoh directs general
music classes, chorus, an 80 member string
orchestra, and a 120 piece concert band at Stevenson.
He is the facilitator of the Stevenson Writing Cadre and
developed the action plan to address the school’s writ-
ing initiatives, aligning them with county and statewide
standards and mandates with other members of the
committee along with administration. Mr. Yoh has
written a variety of music education articles and has
been published in the Florida Music Director, South
Carolina Musician, Nevada Notes, Idaho Music Notes,
lllinois Music Educator, Massachusetts Music News,
lowa Music Educator, BANDWORLD, the Windjammers
Circus Fanfare and the Music Educator National
Conference publication of a “Spotlight in Teaching
Chorus.” He has been teaching at Stevenson since 2000.

Stevenson principal, Michael Corneau said, “Mr. Yoh is
a good man as well as a very fine music teacher who
will serve well on this Steering Task Force.”

Mr. Yoh will participate in a two day training session in
Lakeland on January 20 and 21 to prepare for this
innovative project that will enhance the importance and
validity of the performing arts within Florida’s education
system.

* Knowledge of Next Generation Sunshine State
Standards (NGSSS) in dance, music theatre
* Letter of support from the school principal or
immediate supervisor
